Wide – wider – TECTON: Two new optics, Wide Shelf Beam (WSB)  
and Very Wide Beam (VWB), expand the range of the continuous-row  
lighting system. The wide, double asymmetric distribution of the  
WSB optic provides consistent, even lighting in large corridors between 
shelves and in aisles. For main aisles and open areas, the very wide 
light beam of the VWB optic provides optimum light quality with a 
smaller number of luminaires. 

Responds to movement and daylight: The MDH sensor detects the 
smallest movements and brightness and automatically controls  
the light accordingly. The multisensor covers a circumference of up  
to 14 metres and a height of up to 10 metres.

The new TECTON version ensures visibility at all times, even in an 
emergency. Equipped with a local battery supply, it boasts integrated 
emergency lighting that keeps shining for up to three hours in emer-
gency operation – guaranteeing optimum safety.
